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Itinerary
1. Day: International Flight

2. Day: Arrive Windhoek

Lodge near Windhoek, DBB

Relax at the swimmingpool. After coffee & cake, you depart on a game drive ending with
a sundowner.

3. Day: Journey to the Kalahari semi desert
Lodge in the red dunes of the Kalahari, FB.
In the afternoon take part in a game drive ending with a sundowner.

4. Day: Drive via Keetmanshoop to the Fish River Canyon

Lodge at Fish River Canyon, DBB.

To the second biggest canyon in the world, after the Grand Canyon. Geologically
interesting karoo landscape with interesting desert flora including the majestic tree aloe,
the Quiver Tree.

5. Day: Sightseeing at the Fish River Canyon

Lodge at Fish River Canyon, DBB.

We enjoy a scenic drive to the Canyon. There are also opportunities to hike or take
relaxed walks in the area.

6. Day: Journey along the Orange River

Lodge at Aus, DBB.

The Orange River forms the border to South Africa, and flows within a beautiful desert
landscape. At Aub you may visit the famous wild horses of the Namib.

7. Day: Drive to Sesriem/Sossusvlei

Lodge near the gateway to Sossusvlei, DBB

You drive in a northerly direction along the Namibrand, one of Namibia’'s most scenic
routes. Sweeping views over the huge sand dunes in an immense sand sea. We have
time to walk the Elim Dune or visit the congolomerates of the Sesriem Canyon.

8. Day: Sossusvlei

Lodge near the gateway to Sossusvlei, DBB

In the morning selfdrive to the dunes at Sossusvlei. Short hike to the photogenic
Deadvlei. Here you have the opportunity to climb one of the highest dunes in the world.

9. Day: Via the Gaub - /Kuiseb pass to Swakopmund

Lodge at the beach, BB

Drive via Walvis Bay to Swakopmund, where you will overnight directly at the beach. The
journey takes us out of the dune sea along vast gravel plains to the Atlantic Coastline and
the friendly town of Swakopmund.

10. Day: Swakopmund

Lodge at the coast, BB

Today you take part in an interesting Marine Cruise to view seals, dolphins, pelicans and
other sea birds and marine life. Other activities of interest: Quadbiking in the dunes, a
Living Desert Tour and many interesting shops in this charming old colonial town.
